Advice following treatment

· If you vomit or have severe diarrhoea, within 2 hours of taking medication, please contact Craven Sexual Health service for advice (see details below*)

· Seek medical advice if you have any serious side-effects after treatment

· Avoid all sex – even with a condom –for one week after taking a single dose treatment and/or during a course of treatment. Contact us if you think you may have taken a risk soon after treatment

· If you have a sexual partner, make sure he/she has had the right treatment too and has also avoided sex as advised!

· Most people do not need a further test to make sure the treatment has worked – your doctor or nurse will advise you. 

· Condoms will really help to reduce the risk of you getting sexually transmitted infections (STIs). Ask us for information about free condoms!

· You should consider having further STI tests if you have a new sexual partner. Chlamydia tests are recommended once a year if you are under 25.

· You will be contacted within one week by a Nurse Specialist to ensure you have not had any problems following your treatment, and to discuss how to help your sexual partner(s) get treated too. It is also an opportunity to ask any questions or talk about any concerns that you may have. If you would like to speak to a nurse sooner please contact us on 01904 725440
